We have enjoyed significant interest from many
candidates for open positions and have completed hiring in the
following areas:

Kindergarten Teachers: Ms. Campbell will welcome two
partner teachers next year, one who will be new to

Kindergarten, but not to Villa Academy; the second who will be new to Villa Academy.

¥ Jaclyn Raymaker, current P3 teacher at Villa Academy, will be moving to Kindergarten
next year after two years in the Preschool.
