No Cell Phones at Carpool!

As many of you may have noticed, there are two students posted outside the Kindergarten door on the
north side of Villa during carpool. These students are a part of S.E.R.T. (Student Emergency Response
Team.) Our team has observed a few safety concerns, such as drivers not watching the road, driving
too fast, talking on cell phonesk and even folding laundry while driving!

What we have seen most is cell phone use while driving. Did you know that studies have shown your
driving is just as impaired when you are on your cell phone, as when driving under the influence of
alcohol? As you all should already know, texting while driving is against the law as of January 1, 2008
and talking on the cell phone (without a headset) will be illegal starting July 1, 2008.

We have recommended, and the administration has agreed, that there should be no more talking on
phones without a headset or texting, while driving on the Villa grounds. Our Villa staff is fully behind
this. One teacher said, Qe see a lot of parents distracted on their phone while going through the
carpool line. It is not only dangerous, with so many big cars and little kids, but it really slows things
down.O

Villa Academy Parent Education Series: Featuring Dr. Dimitri A. Christakis,
January 30, 2008 at 7:00-8:30pm - Villa Academy Theater

Tame the elephant in the living room and make TV work for your kids. In an ever-expanding television
universe we think we understand what television is, but do we know what is does? Dr. Christakis
illuminates the contentious issue of how television's messages can be a potentially positive or
significantly negative influence, at all stages in your child's life.

Infancy: What are the effects of TV on babies' attention spans and language development?
Preschool: What are the effects of TV on children's aggressive and pro-social behavior?

School age: What are the effects of TV on children's weight?

Pre-teens and teens: What are the effects of TV on children's risk-taking (e.g alcohol use)?

In each case, Dr. Christakis will review what science tells us about the effects of TV and what parents
can do about it. He balances science and good sense and spices it with humor and wisdom. This is the
resource you need to help you parent through the ever-growing maze of television options.

Dr. Christakis, is a Professor of Pediatrics, Director of the Child Health Institute at the University of
Washington, and a pediatrician at Children's Hospital in Seattle. Dr. Christakis is the author of over 100
original research articles and a textbook of pediatrics. Dr. Christakis' research focuses on the effects of
media on child health and development, and has been featured on Anderson Cooper 360, the Today
Show, ABC, NBC, and CBS news as well as all major national newspapers.
