NEW! NEW! NEW! ATTENTION MIDDLE SCHOOL
Dear Parents of our cherished Middle Schoolers:

We are implementing a new conference format in the middle school. Thursday,
November 1 and Friday, November 2, are set aside for our parent, student, and
teacher conferences. We wanted to let you know how conferences will work ahead
of time so you can ask for clarification if needed. | expect that you® be as excited
by the new, improved version of conferences as we are.

In keeping with Villa Academy® mission to educate the whole child, we have
devised a conference format that will allow each family to meet with all of the
teachers of each student in Villa®@ middle school. Families will schedule one (and
only one) 45-minute conference for each middle school student.

The advantages of this format are many: parents gain a complete picture of their
child as a student, discovering themes, new-found talents and skills, and seeing
their child through the eyes of professional educators who know them well;
students gain renewed praise for their accomplishments and strategies to shore up
their areas of weakness; and, perhaps most importantly, everyone gains greater
insight into the complex organism that is your child.
