ATTENDANCE REPORTING GUIDELINES

ItOgime for a reminder about reporting your childOsattendance. Attendance procedures are outlined in
your Family Handbook on pages 7 & 8.

If your child will miss more than two days of school due to family travel plans, we ask you to complete a
Leave of Absence Form for Lower or Middle School. This form is due two weeks prior to the
absence. Advance notice is crucial in helping teachers plan for extended absences. Even if your child
will miss only one or two days on either end of a planned school vacation, while the form is not
necessary, advance notice is required.

Teachers have a very hard time planning daily lessons when they do not know how many children will
be attending school. The impact on our academic program is significant when many families choose to
extend a school vacation.




Please reconsider planning an early dismissal for your child/ren the day before a school vacation.
Imagine the disruption to a classroom when the teacher has students leaving as often as every hour to
half hour, ending the day with half the original number of students.

Remember to always report attendance information to the Main Office via email villa-office@thevilla.org
or by phone 206-729-0219 ext 333. When your child is ill, it helps us to track illness if you briefly
describe your childOsymptoms. If you are emailing your childOgeacher, simply copy villa-
office@thevilla.org on that email.

If your child will arrive late to school please leave a message on the attendance extension or email us.
If your child will be leaving early, we appreciate this information early in the day so we can locate your
child more readily when you arrive.

We cannot allow your child to leave school with any other adult if we have not had written or verbal
communication from you. Thank you for helping us keep Villa Academy children safe.
