WASL Testi ng:  This week begins testing for 
students in Grades Four, Five, Seven, and Eight 
who will be participating in the Washington State 
Assessment of Student Learning (WASL) over 
the next three weeks.  The three-week window of 
time affords us an opportunity to spread the 
testing out so as not to disrupt the regular 
teaching schedule, as well as give the students a 
chance to avoid Òtest fatigue.Ó   
 
WASL testing is one of several approaches Villa 
Academy employs to assess student progress 
and school programs.  We believe that multiple 
and varied assessments - norm-referenced and 
performance-based assessments Ð provide a 
comprehensive understanding of a studentÕs 
capabilities based on testing.  We also believe 
that some studentsÕ capacity to learn and 
progress in school may not be captured through a 
written assessment or test; however, throughout 
their educational careers, testing will be part of 
their experience. 
 

The students in Grades Four and Seven will be 
taking the general WASL and be tested in the 
areas of mathematics, reading and writing.  In 
Grades Five and Eight, the students will be tested 
in science.  If you have any questions about 
WASL testing, please contact Jody Elsner or Pat 
Preib.
