VILLA ACADEMY WELLNESS POLICY

Physical Education: Villa Academy strives to teach students in our community to be healthy,
responsible young children. Sportsmanship, positive attitudes, lifelong health and teamwork are key
concepts and skills that are instilled by our teachers each day.

Outdoor recess has always been both a social and active time for students. During recess, students
can play a variety of games that encourage students to break the grade level boundaries and play with
students of different ages, as appropriate. Villa Academy is proud of the large variety of activities
offered during recess. Students can choose to play team games such as basketball, kickball and
soccer, running games such as tag, or individual activities such as jump roping or simply playing on the
play structures and our new climbing wall.

Our beloved Villa gym will experience a face-lift this summer, with the floors, bathrooms and locker
rooms being updated. Villa has also demonstrated its commitment to wellness by increasing the
Middle School PE curriculum. Next year, Villa Middle School students will have PE all year long, rather
then just during one trimester of the year. Villa believes physical exercise is essential in helping our
young students develop into healthy, positive members of our society. The great changes we are
undergoing with the renovation and the increase of PE time reflect these beliefs.

FROM THE MIDDLE SCHOOL DIRECTOR

| am looking forward to my second year at Villa Academy for many reasons. It will be a pleasure
knowing the names of at least two thirds of our students. What a relief! Additionally, the faculty and |
have been working on several schedule enhancements that we feel will better help us meet the needs
of the whole child in the Middle School.

These enhancements include physical education, art and music classes that will meet more frequently
during the week and will run throughout the entire school year. This not only better educates the whole
child, as spelled out in Villa AcademyOsnission, but also meets the developmental requirements of
students this age. Our students will move more, create more, and perform more. To round out these
improvements, students will also study drama throughout the school year, providing them with a three-
pronged approach to the arts B studio art, music, and drama. These classes will open our studentsO
imaginations and help develop their observation and problem-solving skills. Students will continue to be
placed into sections A and B, with approximately 20 students per section, for their history,
literature/language arts, math, and other subjects.



We are making other, non-academic, enhancements to next year6$chedule as well. There will be
passing time built into the daily schedule which we think will allow students to organize their materials
and manage their time more effectively. During the course of the school day, there will be more
available time for the students to visit with friends and to have a mid-morning break and enjoy a much-
needed snack prior to lunch. Look for additional information on the snack as the new school year
approaches.

Perhaps the most notable change for next year will be in a new and different structure for Middle
School homerooms. Each grade level will be divided into four gender specific homerooms, two groups
of girls, and two groups of boys. There will be discrete time throughout the week for homerooms to
meet outside of class time. This structure will allow greater interaction between a small group of
students (approximately 10) and a homeroom teacher. It will provide time for academic activities and
social activities that are grade and gender specific. There will also be supervised free time for each
group. Each group of students and the homeroom teacher will decide how best to make use of this free
time.

All of these changes are made with a view toward educating the whole child and meeting the
developmental needs of adolescents. As always, the school day begins promptly at 8:30am each day
and it will continue to be important that students arrive at school on time, particularly since the first
class of the day will begin promptly at 8:30am.

Again, | am looking forward to next year and enjoy working with our charming and hard-working Villa
Academy students.

For your disaster kit to remain effective, you will always need to do maintenance and replace your
supplies. The main items you will want to make sure you replace are the following: food, water and
some emergency supplies (batteries etc.)

Containers that will help you preserve your supplies can be covered trash containers, backpacks or
duffle bags. However, you still have to go through all of your supplies to make sure everything is still in
good condition. Food and water should be replaced each year (or as according to expiration dates).
Other things such as salt, rice and other dry foods will last much longer.
